Apple Dapple Cake

1 1 /2 Cup Oil
2 Cups Sugar
2 Teaspoon Vanilla
3 Eggs
3 Cups Flour
1 Teaspoon Salt
1 Teaspoon Soda
1/3 Cups nuts (walnuts)
3 Cups chopped, peeled apples

Mix oil, sugar and vanilla.  Add eggs, one at a time, beating after each.  Add dry ingredients.  Batter will be stiff.  Fold in 
nuts and apples.

Grease bundt pan well.  Bake 1 hour at 350 degrees.

Sauce
1 Cup Brown Sugar
1/2 Cup Butter
1/4 Cup Milk

Stirring constantly, bring to a boil for 3 minutes.  Pour sauce over cake while hot.

Let cake rest in pan overnight.  Turn out onto a plate and dust with powder sugar.

Dear Abbie,
What is a cruciate Ligament problem in a Bulldog? 
Ozzie the Bulldog

None of my veterinarian books have anything in them about it. I have 73 books totally about bulldogs and not one 
of them mentions the cruciate ligament as a problem for the breed. I think people just have not been willing to 
admit they know anything about it, let alone have ever had it. 

I went to the dictionary and found out that cruciate means in the form of a cross and are everywhere in the body, 
fingers, toes, feet, leg as well as the knees. Ligament means a band of tissue usually white and fibrous serving to 
connect bones or hold organs in place. 

When it is referred to in a bulldog it means the knee of the rear leg. I am sure that it is to some degree hereditary, 
and others may be the results of an accident. Like the football players that are getting surgery on their knees for 
football injuries. Like so many things there is a lot of gray area in this subject. I am sure there are degrees of 
seriousness of the hereditary factor. The ligament that holds the knee in place doesn’t do its job and the knee joint 
goes in and out of place. This causes a limp, as the leg is not sturdy enough to bear the dogs weight. There are 
some puppies that have loose knees at eight weeks and by eight months the ligament has developed enough 
strength that the knee joint is sturdy enough to bear the weight of the dog, and the dog goes through life with no 
problems. Others never develop to this degree and will need surgery to correct the problem.

It never occurred to me to keep good records when I started in bulldogs. I don’t think anyone did back then. Now 
I would suggest everyone keep good records of what litter had one of these dogs in it and work on trying to breed 
it out of the breed. There is not as much of it in the show ring as there was 15 years ago, so maybe people are 
working on it. I sure hope so. 

Personally, I have had it three times, and each time I can blame it on an accident. Now how much was really 
accident and how much was a weakness that was there and the stress of an accident made it serious I’ll never 
know.
One was a bitch co-owned with Erlene Moorland that was at Erlene’s in her yard. A tractor was working in the 
field next to the yard, and the bitch kept jumping up on the fence and chasing the tractor back and forth. Now 
was this a weakness or was it truly an accident? I took her to Dr. Shaw and he did the surgery. It never healed. 
Dr. Shaw said he had read about this, but this was the first time he had ever seen this happen. He did several 
surgeries but the incision drained for the rest of the dog’s life.
The next one was after a big ice storm and I let the dog out in a large cement yard. He came back in dragging a 
leg. The usual treatment for an injured leg is cage rest. After a couple of weeks and no improvement I took him to 
Dr. Shaw. He had broken, not just injured, but broken his cruciate ligament. Dr. Shaw made him a new one. He 
limped for the rest of his life as well as getting serious arthritis in his later years.
The dog jumping in his kennel run, because strangers to him were putting in a new kennel furnace caused the next 
problem. He got his leg tangled up in his food dish ring and went over backwards. Caging him didn’t help either 
so back to Dr. Shaw. He came out without a limp, but it took a year for his fur to totally grow back. I considered 
this one a success.
This is a problem in a lot of breeds beside bulldogs and it needs study, as well as some help in how to breed it out 
of our dogs. I am sure there are degrees of the problem as well as degrees of stress in some of the accidents. If the 
dog has it at eight weeks and still at eight months it is not an accident, but something he has inherited. Where did 
it come from? Hard to say, maybe from dog 15 generations back that no one even remembers, but he did have the 
problem and his genes are still there. Maybe hidden for generations but still there. 

Best Barks to You,
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Where would your dogs go in an emergency?

Planning for your own Bulldogs in a local emergency that requires evacuation is not difficult. Like most 
things it can and should be done in advance. Usually plans are better when not "left to the last minute." 
So don't! The major things to consider in an emergency evacuation are what do you need to take with 
you and where are you going.

Since your Bulldogs are going with you, what do you need to have ready to assure their welfare when 
your family leaves home? Don't consider leaving your dogs behind, not even for a minute. Even if you're 
only out looking for a safe place to take them, take them along. If you don't, experience tells us that pet 
injury, loss or death is much more likely. You'll need to have a pet disaster kit along with you as well. It 
should include the following elements:

� Pictures of your dogs (to aid in finding them if they become separated 
from you); copies of medical records, including current immunizations; 
dog license numbers; feeding schedules and the name and phone number 
of your vet (in case your dogs must be boarded). Place all these items in 
a waterproof container. 

� Dog collars with up-to-date information. Indicate the phone number of a 
friend from outside of your community who can respond to calls if your 
dogs become lost or separated from you. Print this on a piece of tape on the back of the dog tags 
with a waterproof marker. Your home phone number has no value. You're not home! 

� Enough leads and crates for all animals. 
� Food, water (provide a gallon a day per dog in plastic bottles), bowls and a can opener if you'll need 

one. A three-day supply should be enough. 
� Watertight doggie First Aid Kit with medication for wounds, breathing problems, anxiety, and any 

chronic conditions that your dog may be suffering from. 
� Enough familiar toys and "blankets" for all. Collect these items all in one place, hopefully in one or 

two labeled containers (boxes or bags.) Let all of your family know where they are stored. Whenever 
you come home from a vet visit, make it "standard practice" to update the disaster kit's medical 
record. 

Where are you going? The issue of where to go must be resolved before you leave home. Evacuation 
centers seldom allow any pets other than service dogs. So if you're going to stay together as a family, you 
must look further. This can and should be done well in advance. Contact motels outside of your area to 
find ones that accept pets. See if any waive "no pet" policies in emergencies. Call ahead to make 
reservations as early as possible. Contact friends and relatives that live within a reasonable driving distance 
and find out whether they can take care of your dogs. You can also make a list of veterinarians and 
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boarding kennels in the community that you have selected as your emergency home. There may even be 
an animal shelter there. Check the 'Yellow Pages' in advance.

You won't get anywhere if your car in the garage is "running on empty." It makes good sense to never 
park your car at home with less than 100 miles of gas in the tank. A small container of extra gasoline, 
stored in a safe place and ready to be added to your tank before you leave home, is a good way of 
adding 50 miles to your range, and the lawnmower will never miss it. Pets are not allowed in Red Cross 

shelters because of many state's health and safety regulations. Your dogs will need to be in a 
safe place, other than a public shelter for humans. On evacuation day, in most situations 
there will be sufficient time at home for certain "last minute" arrangements for an orderly 
evacuation. Try to avoid the "chicken with head cut off' syndrome! 

Here are things to do in the last few minutes before leaving: 
1. Call ahead to your destination. Confirm with others where you are going. 
2. Load your pet disaster kit into your car or truck. 
3. Find all pets and have them inside the house, wearing collars, ready to go. You may not be at home 
when the call comes to evacuate. If so, identify a trusted neighbor or friend who will be willing to bring 
your pets and supplies to you at a specified location. Show the person where everything is and how to 
get to it. Give them a key.

Planning is the best thing you can do for your bully friend in case of a disaster!
